"Midtown Pine Hills" is still pretty 

new to people. Could you de-

scribe basically where it is?

This area was cho-

sen by Pine Hills Improvement Group (PHIG), a committee of 

the Pine Hills NA, as the focus of its improvement efforts.

The goal of the Midtown Neighborhood Walk is to visibly im-

prove parts the area by reporting common quality of life viola-

tions via See-Click-Fix app. There is an optional component of 

trash pick up.
